2) Develop “hybrid” Surveys of Enacted Curriculum—
Teachers report on instruction — What, How ELLs taught
ELD specialists, Subject area teachers

3) Alighment analysis: Develop tool for Language
Demands/Complexity and Subject Content

Work with coding teams, Report to states

4) Report Data to States and districts - for Technical
assistance

5) Research findings across States — improving data and
analysis tools and methods
